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From Pastor Chad’'s Desk . . .

Nurturing Relationships in the Home

“Children obey your parents in the Lord, for this is right...And (parents),
d do not provoke your children to anger, but bring them up in the discipline
and instruction of the Lord” (Ephesians 6:1, 4)

“Every child comes with the message that God is not discouraged of
man.” (Rabindranath Tagore)

“The Christian home is the Master's workshop where the processes of
character molding are silently, lovingly, faithfully and successfully carried
on. (Richard Monckton Milnes)

It is in the summertime when we are together, as a family, more often. Perhaps your work schedule is
lighter and you are at home moreso. And our children are home on school break. It is a good time of the
year to recognize family life.

The family is a gift from God and is intended to be a place of formation and security, a place where
each individual—child and parent, and anyone else living under the shared roof—finds a safe harbor and
receives the love and care that God wishes for all.

As we consider the home as a place of nurturing and care, Michael Foss, in his book Real Faith for
Real Life asks: How can we rediscover the faith center of family? We look for eternal lessons. Here are
some ways in which we can be faithful in nurturing our home life:

Pray for lessons to be learned in life (this goes for all family members);

Be reminded that parenting is a wonderful and yet difficult expression of “letting go.” Parenting is the
ultimate expression of loving and then giving away, especially acknowledging this when a child leaves
home.

Prepare each other in the faith, by praying and Bible reading together (maybe this works best a certain
routine time of the day).

Take time to listen to one another concerning hopes and dreams—then take these to God together in
prayer.

Recognize that love is returned to us through our children and grandchildren.

Foss indicates that life’s journey can be difficult, but when the journey is undertaken with a faith perspective,
the way is one of hope and the final destination is certain. Be thankful to God for the power of the most close
and intimate institution—our family—the place where we receive formation, reassurance and hope.

Layette Kits, School Kits, and Health Kits for Lut heran World Relief

(these items can be collected throughout the summer and will be sent later in the fall—
garage sales can be great place to buy baby items)

Include the following items in each Layette:
2 shirts or Onesies
2 gowns or sleepers (w or w/out feet)
2 receiving blankets
4 cloth diapers, flat fold preferred
1 sweater or sweatshirt
2 washcloths
1 bath-size bar (4.5 oz.) of gentle soap, in
its original wrapping
2 diaper pins

Include the following items in each School Kit:

Padded or spiral notebooks of ruled paper, ap-
proximately 8x10-1/2" totaling 150-200 sheets.
(If using 70-sheet, please include 3); do not in-
clude loose-leaf paper.

One 30-centimeter ruler, or a ruler with centime-
ters on one side and inches on the other.

One blunt scissors (safety scissors with embed-
ded steel blades work well)

One pencil sharpener

Six new, unsharpened #2 pencils with erasers;
secure together with rubber band

One eraser approximately 2-1/2" long

12 sheets of construction paper in assorted col-
ors (if necessary, fold in half to fit into the school
kit bag)

One box of 16 or 24 crayons

Include the following items in each Health Kit:
One hand towel, dark color recommended
One washcloth, dark color recommended
One bath-size bar (4-5 0z.) soap, any brand, in
its original wrapping
One adult-size toothbrush in its original packag-
ing
One sturdy comb, remove packaging
One metal nail file or nail clippers with file at-

tached, remove packaging (do not substitute
cardboard emery boards for the file)

Six Band-Aids (or similar brand), preferably 1/2”
to 3/4”; secure together with a rubber band.

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One of the first apparent changes in our congregation during our early days of “going alone” was the in-
creased use of the church building. We have a limited space facility , used by many busy, active groups, and
the council realized that we have no real policy in place for when and how spaces are used. In February and
March, the leaders of the various groups who use the church building met to discuss ideas and concerns.

As a result of these meetings, the Council has put in place three new items:

Facility’'s Use Team _is in the process of being set up. Members will include Patty Herrling, Kris
Antonie, Joanie Haugen , and someone from the Mission Bazaar in addition to Pastor Chad.

This team will coordinate space use by the various groups, create a procedure/instruction book that
will include information on where and how the rooms should be set up for certain events and where
things are to be stored. The Team is not intended to give permission to use space but to facilitate and
coordinate its use. The Team will also co-ordinate with and oversee the Set-Up & Take-Down Team.

Set-Up & Take-Down Team _ will be a group of strong and willing persons to do set up/take down for
large gatherings such as funerals. The list will be a large list of members who can be available on
short notice to set up tables and take down displays as the event warrents. It will operate similar to
the Women’s Serving Team in that no one person will always be called to help. There will be
instructions detailing set-up, temporary storage space for the various items that need to be stored, and
then post-event, returning the items to their proper space. It may be that different team members will
be involved in the set-up and the take-down. Members of this team may be men or women or youth
who can handle a little physical exertion. Peter Antonie and Don Parrell are co-chairing this team and
are in the process of gathering names of people willing to serve. IF YOU would like to serve on this
