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          “So God blessed the seventh day and hallowed it, because on  
                it God rested from all the work that he had done in creation” (Genesis 2:3). 
 
     Michael Foss writes in his book Real Faith for Real Life that when God hallowed 
     the Sabbath, there was so much more going on than the eternal affirmation of 
     our need for rest or balance in life.  Many see the creation of humankind as         
     pinnacle of God’s creative work in Genesis 1.  But maybe the apex of God’s 
     creation is the day of rest—the making of the Sabbath.  In creating the Sabbath, 
     God set aside time for rest and worship, a time for humankind to recognize its 
relationship to the Creator and all created things.  Worship was not an afterthought of the Creator but affirmed what is 
essential in human beings. 
 I remember how formative worship was for me when growing up.  It was the place where I experienced a        
holiness in sitting in silence (during an evening festive service for Thanksgiving), when I saw my mother take the offering 
out of her purse and faithfully placing it in the offering, when I saw Herbert guide Emma, his wife, caringly up to receive 
Christ’s body and blood in the Communion, and when I heard Pastor John’s preaching about how I could actually relate 
to Moses and David in the Bible.   
 Worship is God’s gift to the human soul.  The soul’s thirst to know God is sated in worship.  God is present when 
hymns and songs of praise are sung, when prayers are said, when the Holy Scriptures are read, and when the sacra-
ments are celebrated.  In worship, which is less about what we do or how we do it and more about the One in whom we 
gather, the longing of our souls is touched forever. 
 At Vermont, our worship is blessed by our Lord God and gifted by so many people contributing.  If you have 
greeted, ushered, acolyted, sung in and led the choir, sung a solo or duet, played an instrument, led the congregation by 
piano and organ, took care of the altar and prepared Communion, gave a temple talk, assisted in leading the liturgy, led 
the children’s choir, provided for the taping ministry, or read the lessons, then you have been blessed to be a blessing.  It 
takes many volunteers to sustain our ministry of worship—a big thank you for your efforts this past year in helping us all 
observe the Sabbath by worshiping our God. 
 In worship, it has been said that the church choir is the prompter, the pastor and assistant liturgist are the actors, 
and the gathered congregation is the audience.  But the Danish theologian Soren Kierkegaard helps us think of it       
differently: 
 The choir, pastor and assistant are the prompters, the gathered congregation are the actors, and God is the  
audience. 
 Kierkegaard helps us understand worship as a verb, that we are active in something quite holy and akin to the 
very blueprint of our selves—we are in relationship with our Creator! 
 This summer, if you are on vacation away from the area, I encourage you to seek out another church to worship 
at… and bring back their worship bulletin to me (it is enjoyable to see different worship styles out there).  And of course 
Vermont will have its own schedule of Sunday and Wednesday worship this summer.  God’s blessings to you in the  
spiritual practice of worship!  Enjoy the summertime!
