� � � ����                        Our Church is Doing God’s Work  

 
    This month, the mark of our church life togethe r that we are explor-

     ing is “generosity” or giving.  The seven mark s of church life and 
     discipleship are: 
         Prayer, Worship, Study, Inviting, Giving , Serving, and Encouraging. 
 
     In thinking about the church’s ministry of giving, I read a recent article 
     about giving to the larger church, in the August 2009 Lutheran magazine 
     (p. 53).  What follows is the article by Rev. Paul Meier, pastor of          
St.  Matthew by the Lake Lutheran Church, in Benton, Kentucky.  As part of Vermont’s Stewardship commit-
tee’s Year Round Stewardship project, the committee will be presenting in various ways this fall information 
on ministries at the local, synod and national levels that our Lutheran church gives to.   The committee’s  
presentations will take place monthly, after worship, as well as via the Mission Bazaar displays in the entry 
way of the church.  Please listen and look for these presentations!  And please keep the Stewardship       
committee’s ministry in your prayers as we learn about new and interesting projects, programs and ministries 
within our wider church.  Paul Meier’s article: 

 “To educate myself about the mission emphasis of the ELCA churchwide organization, 
I looked at the 2009 proposed budget online at www.elca.org .  I was astounded.  And so 
proud.  Of the $1.9 billion given for benevolence in ELCA congregations, 93 percent goes to 
local mission and ministry in congregations.  Of the remaining 7 percent, half is shared with 
synods and half with churchwide.  Less than 0.36 percent is budgeted for anything connected 
with social statements.  I saw that in a time of economic downturn, our church’s support for 
world hunger is increasing. 
 Of the $18,000 my congregation sent to the Indiana-Kentucky Synod for benevolence 
in 2008, we know it sent $9,000 to the churchwide organization.  Of that amount $8,960 sup-
ported missionaries, new  congregations, seminaries, campus ministries, social ministry or-
ganizations, etc.  Less than $40 of our $9,000 helped with the development of social state-
ments (and no dollars for the sexuality study, which was funded by previous years’ surpluses).  
 I was ignorant about another point.  Of the Churchwide Assembly voting members, 61 
percent are  laypeople.  The ELCA isn’t a group of leaders who issue edicts for the common 
folks to follow.  Committed people from our pews cast the majority of votes in helping make 
decisions, guided by the Spirit and their   consciences. 
 I’m proud of our church body for its commitment to Christ’s work in mission.  I’ll be     
encouraging greater commitment to benevolence.”
